On May 19, 2026, Miles2Smile, through a social media
post, raised a call for contribution. The post aimed to help
those who struggled to celebrate Eid ul Adha. Amidst a
sea of updates and notifications, you, our supporter,
showed up to the call for contribution. Every penny
chipped in became a source of purchasing animals for
sacrifice, resulting in 20 buffaloes and 6 goats—all
healthy and fit for sacrifice.

These animals were then carefully distributed among the
refugees in our Nuh camp, encompassing as many as
seven camps, survivors of demolition in Assam’s Golapara,
and those in Margi, Warwan, Jammu and Kashmir, who
faced landslides in 2025, instilling a spirit of festivity and
love in their lives. 

The refugee camp in Nuh, Haryana is home to people
whose homeland itself could not provide space to. They
were persecuted and evicted from their homeland and then
migrated to India, where they met Miles2Smile, becoming a
family. And what does a family do during festivals?
Celebrate together! 

This Eid ul Adha, the animals provided to them became a
source for them to learn the meaning of the day—the
sacrifice. 



The people of Assam faced a massive eviction in the
month of August 2025, removing them from stability and
certainty.
